Now all the figuring and measuring is done and
you see Tim hard at work building an order of
totally fluorescent retrofit kits.

The interior lamps are 40 watt long twin tubes.

The down lights are 42 watt triple tubes inside
a highly polished aluminum reflector

Retrofit clusters are individually built for each
application.

Here you see Billy wiring a ballast cage getting
ready to close it up and attach the downlight.

ANd here are the finished fluorescent retrofits

Here's your “new” fixture ready for another
fifty years of service in your sanctuary.

The classic looks of this lantern have not
changed a bit, but you find that it is now state
of the art on the inside.

Lamps are now rated for 20,000 hours.
Maybe you’ll change them every 10 years.

The downlight is now (2) 42 watt compact
fluorescents instead of (1) 300 watt incandescent.

Interior lamps are now (6) 40 watt compact
fluorescents instead of (3) 100 watt incandescent.

And the really nice part is that these lights are
now about 3 fimes as bright as before and they
use half the electricity...a great problem to have.

AnNnd now the retrofitted fixture goes back into it’s box.
